THE SPITFIRE HALL
Featuring a replica Spitfire suspended above, original artefacts, and video content 
showcasing Spitfire assembly in Gibraltar and its role in this theatre of war. This space 
is also available for MICE (Meetings, Incentives, Conferences, and Events) rentals.

STRATEGY ROOM
An immersive exhibit detailing the events leading up to World War II, including Prime 
Minister Chamberlain’s declaration of war on Germany. Featuring wartime press, 
original footage, and a backdrop of period music from a replica wartime radio, this 
room highlights Gibraltar’s critical role in key military operations.

TUNNELLING OPERATIONS
Discover the engineering marvels behind the tunnel system, with original artefacts 
and historical footage showcasing the efforts of the Royal Engineers and Royal 
Canadian Engineers

THE SAPPER’S SUITE
Dedicated to the contributions of the Royal Engineers and Royal Canadian Engineers, 
highlighting their essential work in expanding Gibraltar’s underground defences.

HALLWAY OF HEROES
A hallway dedicated to key individuals who played a significant role in Gibraltar’s 
wartime history.

EVACUATION ROOM
Telling the civilian story of evacuation and resilience during the war. Follow the story of one 
young Gibraltarian on her evacuation journey.

THE TUNNELS SHOP
A newly added souvenir shop offering bespoke memorabilia and themed gifts to 
commemorate your visit.

ESPIONAGE ROOM
Delving into the spy games in the region, this interactive space includes a spy 
academy where visitors can engage with a Morse code machine, memory games, spy 
message cranks, and even uncover their own secret spy name.

THE TUNNELLER’S REST
A fully operational bar inspired by a 1940s officers’ mess, providing a unique setting 
to unwind and reflect on history.
